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New:  STI Screening Service for Young Females.
A weekly sexual health screening service has started at the South West Women’s Health and Information Centre in Fielder Street, Bunbury.
Clients can make appointments with a FPWA qualified Registered Nurse, Nerida, who can take clients through a free and confidential, sexual health screening service from the existing “On-Line Chlamydia Testing” service*.  Nerida is the Women’s Health Educator at the South West Women’s Health and Information Centre.
The new service is seen as a public health initiative to help combat the rising rates of sexually transmitted infections in the South West and is supported by Public Health Physician, Dr Naru Pal from the WA Country Health Service – SW. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The service is aimed at young females aged 16 – 25 years old who do not have symptoms but who may be at risk of an STI.  The screening tests for both chlamydia and gonorrhoea.  A Medicare card is not needed; however clients should have a mobile phone number to be contacted for results.
